Japan International Cooperation Agency has agreed with the government of the
Dominican Republic to include the Clean Development Mechanism (CDM) within
priority areas for technical cooperation of the Government of Japan.

In June of last year, the Mayor's signature work was held for this study to promote
projects for the Clean Development Mechanism in the Dominican Republic. Later last
September, the study team from Japan came to this country for the start of this project,
working with their Dominican counterparts.

One significant feature of CDM is its purpose, explicitly mentioned in the Kyoto Protocol,
the CDM should be used to assist developing countries to achieve sustainable
development. Additionally, the Kyoto Protocol stipulates that a portion of the products
generated by CDM projects will be used to assist those countries that are particularly
vulnerable to the adverse effects of climate change and to cover the costs of adaptation.
We have all witnessed the recent weather events that have beaten severely and
uncharacteristically to the Dominican Republic.

The key strategy in the context of this technical cooperation is to strengthen
institutional capacities and human resources to promote CDM projects in Dominican
Republic. I't has been predicted that the emission of gases that produces greenhouse gas
emissions will increase in developing countries as its economic development increases.
Technical assistance from JICA for the CDM, based on our knowledge and long-range
plans, could contribute to the development of capacity in this country, as well as
promoting Dominican Republic’s own measures to address problems of global warming.

The CDM project is one component of the JICAs Environmental Program in the
Dominican Republic. This program is sending aid workers including volunteers, fellows
program in areas of climate change and CDM, and other technical assistance.

Japan, through our agency, will continue to support this important sector within the
program environment, by working together with government authorities, NGOs and
private sector.

I wish to thank the members of the project team for their input and collaboration on
activities that have hitherto been made. Equally grateful to all institutions and



organizations represented here today, we would continue to cooperate not only in the
course of these activities, but in all future actions as we face to address the effects of
global warming and sustainable development in the Dominican Republic.
